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2. LOCKING THE MACHINE

IMPORTANT: When the machine is not in use, the switch should be locked in the
"OFF position to prevent unauthorized use.
To lock the machine, remove the switch key (1) by pulling it straight out. See Figure
7. With the switch key removed, the switch will not operate.

USING THE VARIABLE SPEED CONTROL

The grinder is equipped with a variable speed control, located beside the power
switch. When the variable speed control knob is positioned at the far left position
(counter clockwise), the RPM is 2000. The rotation increases when the variable speed

control knob is turned clockwise. Positioned far right, the RPM is 3400.

USING THE FLEXIBLE LAMP

The flexible lamp operates independently of the grinder. To turn the lamp on and off,
rotate the switch located at the top of the lamp.

To reduce the risk of fire, use a 40-watt or smaller, 120 volt, reflector track type light
bulb (not supplied). A standard household light bulb should not be used. The reflector
track type light bulb should not extend below the lampshade.
